Your application and letter
of recommendation must be postmarked no later than March 31, 2010 to be eligible for
consideration by this committee.

5. Scholarship award winners will be determined by the scholarship committee by May 31, 2010. If you wish
to be notified of the committee's decision enclose a self-addressed, stamped envelope with your
application.
